SIMUN 07 will take place in the comfortable halls of the Hotel (****) suitable for the conferences. Organizers  covers half of the expenses for the accommodation. So you pay just 300 euros, which include 7 days and nights with breakfast in this 4-stars hotel with cosy rooms for two persons. 

If you arrive earlier or leave later then 21-28 October you can stay at the hotel and pay the reduce payment – about 50 euros per 24 hours. But you need to let us know about it as soon as possible.

The conference takes place at the conference halls of the same hotel. So you just get up, have your breakfast at the restaurant and come to the conference hall.
