Objectives
The objective of this International Summer School is to let students in East Asia learn about the current status of regional integration in their region and to search for ways to establish peace and co-prosperity through furthering their regional integration. The experience of the Europe will be studied as a model and will help to enable students to discuss diverse ways for deepening integration in East Asia. 
Structure of the Program
The program is made up of lectures and workshops that will be made respectively at Seoul, Korea, Tokyo, Japan and Beijing, China for three weeks. 

The first week of the Summer School will be held at the SNU-KIEP EU Center, Seoul National University. The course will be divided into two parts. In the first part, students will learn about Korean politics, economy and business. In the second part, students learn about the principles of regional integration, drawing lessons from the European Union. Students will have the opportunity to compare European integration with Asian integration and address specific problems of regional integration in Asia from the Korean perspective.
The second week of the Summer School will be held at Waseda University in Japan. As in the case of the first week, the course of the second week is divided into two parts. The first part addresses current Japanese politics, economy and business, while the second part focuses on regional integration in Asia from the Japanese perspective.

The third week of the Summer School will be held at Peking University, China. As in the previous cases, the course of the third week is divided into two parts. The first part addresses current Chinese politics, economy and business, while the second part focuses on regional integration in Asia from the Chinese perspective. A final wrap-up workshop is prepared at the end of the summer school.

The Summer School will offer a unique chance to students in East Asia to gather together, learn each other and understand each other. It is helped that the Summer School will deepen the mutual understandings of East Asian students on their neighboring countries and promot their intercultural competences. 

Field Trip
Field trip to political institutions and business firms is a central pillar of the program. For instance, students visiting Seoul will be scheduled to visit Samsung Electronics and Hyundai Motors, in addition to customary cultural programs. (To be supplemented by Japanese and Chinese partners)

Participants
Participants are junior and senior undergraduate students or post-graduates from Korea, Japan, China and other parts of the world with a strong background in Political Science, International Relations, Economics, Business and Regional Studies. 
Faculty
The faculty of the Summer School consists of famous scholars, businessmen and politicians in Korea, Japan and China along with European experts on EU affairs. With their professional and academic experience they will not only explain the recent trends of on current regional integration in Europe and Asia but also provide a broad overview of current issues in the areas of international politics, economy and business. 

Certificate
For successful participation in the Summer School a certificate of Graduate Studies of International Studies, Seoul National University will be awarded. 
Accommodation
All participants will be staying at the dormitory or similar guest house of each hosting institution in Korea, Japan and China. Breakfast and lunch, unless otherwise indicated, will be offered at the university restaurants of each hosting country. 
Visa Requirements
Participants should prepare visa if required..
Participation Fee
The participation fee for the program is US $ 3,000. It includes registration, tuition, accommodation (two persons per room), meals (breakfast and lunch), field trip and cultural program. However, accepted students in SNU together with those in Waseda and Peking Universities are exempted from the participating fee. They are just requested to pay for their own roundtrip airfares (Seoul-Tokyo and Seoul-Peking for SNU students, Tokyo-Seoul and Tokyo-Peking for Waseda students, and Peking-Seoul and Peking-Tokyo for Chinese students).
Program Coordinator

The SNU-KIEP EU center is responsible for coordinating the whole program. The program coordinators of the EU center will guide the students throughout the Summer School. They are contact persons for any organizational questions during preparation, implementation and follow-up of the Summer School.
