 I. Purpose

  ◦   Foreign nationals from developing nations (including those currently dwelling in Korea), whose potential of growing into global leaders for the next generation is acknowledgeable, will be chosen for the scholarship. In the event that the candidate is accepted to a high-order domestic university graduate program, final selections will provide him or her with graduate school tuition.

II. Recipients

◦   Students from OECD/DAC recipient countries whose potential for growing into global leaders for the next generation is acknowledged, and are scheduled to enter a (high-order) domestic university’s graduate school in the first semester of 2008

※   applications will require recommendations from relevant institutions, domestic and/or foreign, along with layouts for mentoring plans, to be attached.

      ※    recipient must be able to provide for living necessities during the school year, either through the aid of a recommending institution or on an individual basis.

III. Duration

  ◦ Duration 

      Until graduation of relevant university’s graduate school program (aid is generally possible for up to two years for an M.A., 3 years for a Ph.D). However, Extension of aid duration for the following year requires the fulfillment of certain criteria such as scholastic achievement.

◦ Scholarship

 Graduate school tuition or (in the event that the relevant university exempts tuition) aid for life necessities corresponding to the amount of scholarship that would otherwise have been procured.

◦ Process of Selection

->  Public Advertisement: reception of applications (including recommendations from institutions etc. as well as mentors’ specific mentoring plans, individuals’ study plan schedules and plans for the future, introduction information to the graduate program the individual wishes to attain, etc.)

->   Deliberation of the foundation’s Selection Committee (paper/oral)

->   Selection of candidates for the foundation’s scholarship recipients

->  Consideration of such items as acceptance to graduate school M.A. or Ph.D program and residency qualification 

->   Final selection of scholarship recipients

IV. Criteria of Criteria for Selection of Scholarship Recipients
  ◦ Basic Principles of Selection

      Focus on the technicality and procedural fairness of the selection process, geared towards future-oriented and sustainable aid through feasible and field-oriented selection based on the objective realities of the scholarship recipient and the organization. 

  ◦ Standards for Selection of Scholarship Recipients
   -  Among foreigners from developing nations who have completed college-level education or higher, those whose potential for growing into global leaders as well as potential for growth can be taken into consideration comprehensively. 

   -  Taking into consideration the financial situation of the recipient (such as need for scholarship)

     - The specific possibility and realistic feasibilities presented through self study research schedules and future career plans about actual growth and skill development

     - Mentoring plans, the reliability of the mentor, and recommendations.

※ Representative levels are reflected through national and regional considerations during consideration.
