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Course Description

This course examines various issues of EU law starting from the beginner’s level with a comprehensive textbook to the advanced level with selected journal papers. Students need to have a previous experience of the EU studies. Nevertheless, we will check the basic facts of EU law, and then move to a higher level of readings. Topics include history of European integration, EU legislation process, European Court of Justice, EU constitutional matters, problems of compliance, enforcement of EU law, and Human rights in EU. EU law has both international and domestic characteristics. The class examines conflicts as well as cooperation between EU and member states in terms of enforcement and compliance of EU law. Through this course, students will learn the meanings, impacts, and possible ways of development of EU law, which is one of the most complicated experiments beyond modern nation state system. 

Course Structure 

This course basically aims at an active discussion class. Every session we read one or two chapters of the text book and extra article. The class begins a lecture covering theoretical and historical background regarding the topics that the assigned readings describe. Every class 5-6 students will give a presentation of case law about 5 minutes each summarizing story and the main feature in the related cases and raise 2-3 questions for discussion. After the lecture and presentations, there will be time for discussion out of total 2 hour and 30 minute class time. 

Course Requirements

Students will have to take Final take-home exam which consists of 1-2 long essay topics. You can choose one topic and write A4 10 page essay. Every week, all students are expected to give a one page, 5 minute, presentation of the assigned case and to participate in class discussion actively. The presentation of case is worth 50 per cent of the grade. Class participation will count for a further 20 per cent. Class participation includes attendance and engaging in the discussions.
