AIM OF THE COURSE:

This course aims to explain the history of the European Union, from the early inception of the European Coal and Steel Community to the present, within a permanent comparative perspective and taking into account the evolution of the world economy and international relations. The instructor’s aim is to help the students understand the specific aims and evolution in the practice of the different mechanisms of integration and/or co-operation among the European States from 1945 to the present. The main argument throughout the course will be that integration constitutes a specific response by a set of governments to events unanimously felt as crucial challenges to their fundamental economic, social and political goals, either as individual nations or as a community of nations. 

This course does not require any specific academic background. Students from Political Science, History, and Humanities in general, Language translation, etc., apart from Economics and Business, are welcomed. The instructor will stimulate constant student participation, which is a crucial component of the final grade.
