It will basically deal with contemporary Korea-Japan relations after 1945. After critically reviewing perspectives dealing with bilateral ties between the two countries, this course will touch upon the historical development of the relationship, major contending issues between the two countries, and future prospects for the relationship in a changing strategic context.

After summary presentation of articles assigned, participants in the class will be engaged in a free discussion about the topic of the week. Instructor will add up detailed explanations and background briefings about the concerned topics. This course will be basically conducted in English, though some assigned works may include Korean and Japanese materials. Those non-English materials would be primarily assigned to the students who have commanding knowledge of the language.
