Course Description

Traditionally, a lawsuit is brought by a non-defaulting party or an injured party to recover from damages which he had suffered.  As such, a litigation is fought between the parties who have some kind of relationship with each other by way of contract or tort.  The primary goal of a lawsuit is to obtain damage award and/or specific performance.
In today’s global market, however, we witness a totally different use of legal systems in which one company is engaged in some form of legal device against major competitors in the global market.  The primary goal of this type of legal action is to exclude or disadvantage competitors in the global market.  In many of these cases, there has been no privilege between the initiating party and the target.  Consequently, the target company may not be aware of what is coming against itself and would face surprise attack unless it has been well advised and prepared in advance.
Major global players would continue to be creative in taking advantage of various legal systems against their competitors.  Major laws and regulations which have been employed or may be employed include
i) intellectual property litigation,

ii) international antitrust violation,

iii) Economic Espionage Act violation, and

iv) anti-bribery regulations.

Import relief proceedings will continue to be used to block foreign competitors.

Each class will start with introduction and discussion of relevant topics.  Then, every student is expected to participate in discussion of issues and questions.  In case studies, students will be formed into two or more groups and each group will be assigned certain roles.  There will be a mid-term report in place of mid-term examination.
