Week 14.  Final Exam

EVALUATION
(1) Oral Presentation and Written Summary (25% of the final grade)

Students are required to make oral presentation on the given topics.  Students must submit the summaries of their presentations in advance, at least one day before the class.  The summary is expected to be 5-10 pages in length and each presentation is not to exceed 25 minutes.

(2) Class Participation (15% of the final grade)

Students are expected to read all reading assignments in advance, and participate actively in the class discussion. Students, whether presenters or not, are encouraged to be ready to answer the questions posed by the lecturer in order to assess preparation and understanding of reading assignments. 

(3) In-Class Final Examination (30% of the final grade)

The final exam will be held at the end of the semester.

(4) Proposal and Final Research Paper (30% of the final grade)

Every student is required to submit a research paper which addresses one of the weekly topics by the end of the semester. By the end of Week 8, every student is to submit a research proposal with less than 500 words. The final research paper is not to exceed 6,000 words. The total word-count includes the words of footnotes as well.
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
