COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course aims to deepen the understanding on the legal and institutional issues on the world trading system. The basic knowledge on the WTO, for example from the classes such as “Understanding International Trade Law” and “Special Studies in Trade Negotiation” is assumed for this course. Based on the basic knowledge on the WTO system, this course delves into various current WTO dispute cases, especially involving East Asian countries.

The final assessment for the course will be based on a take-home examination. Class participation and presentation will be favorably considered in your final grade up to 40%.
