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Course Objective
This is a new seminar course offered for the fall semester of 2011. Upon examining the various interests of the participating students, topics to be dealt with in this course will be finalized. At large, this seminar will examine the following issues: 
1. What have been the new developments and changes in the world economy and globalization after the 2008 financial crisis?
2. What have been the major theoretical discourse and reflection on those new developments?
3. What challenges have those new developments of globalization raised and what policy responses have been explored regarding those new challenges?  
As mentioned, the specific topics will be determined upon considering students’ interests.
Expectation
  The course will be conducted as a graduate level seminar. Thus, each student is expected to demonstrate professionalism. At the beginning of each class, designated students will deliver their presentation, related to the topic of the day, then, followed by active class discussion by all students. At the end of each class, major findings and conclusions of the day will be wrapped up by the instructor.  
   So everyone is expected to have read the assignment before coming to the class and to participate actively in the class discussion. There is no formal prerequisite, although some knowledge of elementary economics would be helpful.  

Evaluation Method

There will be no written exam, but an in-depth term paper is required. Class participation (40%) and Final Term Paper (60%)
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
