1. Course Purpose and Description
The purpose of this course is to understand the EU’s political development in viewpoint of foreign policy including its institutional capability and competency and lead the students to taking interest in the EU studies. The students are required to some extent have understanding preliminary overview on IR theory as well as institutional structures of the EU. The course is largely divided into two parts in terms of theoretical and practical approach. The first part consists of theoretical sessions. Session 1-10 will be lectured by instructor and made of discussion based on given weekly assignments. As a practical review, session 11-15 will be composed of case studies with presentation (favoured using PPT) by the class students.

The course will use various materials and articles rather than single text. For students, assigned references will be provided one week in advance.
