Course Overview

This course is designed as seminar on the various aspects of globalization. Main purpose of this course is to familiarize students with key debates in the global studies by reviewing the literature and having discussions in this area. This course is designed to answer the following questions: What is globalization? What is the role of the states in the global era? What is the effect of globalization on trade, poverty, welfare system, and democracy? What kind of governance system will be most effective? and so on. 
This course is intended to be useful and appropriate for all students with whatever national affiliation. That means, this course does not necessarily deal with the issues of what Korea or Koreans should do in the globalized world.

The Subject of team project should be relevant to the subject of the class.
