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Course description
Already a decade has passed since the turn of the new century. The international community has barely come out of economic havoc caused by financial crisis. It is not yet certain whether we are free from the danger of double dip. The much awaited Copenhagen Conference failed to produce concrete deal to address climate change issues. Even though protectionism is contained so far, re-launching a comprehensive trade round is still a far away goal. The current international efforts to contain the spread of weapons of mass destruction (WMD) are still in quagmire. While the validity of the Bretton Woods system is put into question, the G20 has emerged as a new structure of concert among the leading countries. Will this new mechanism be sufficient to address unsettled issues while new challenges are emerging? If the Mexico COP16 fails again in producing tangible results, where could we find right leadership?  The United Nations System as One has yet to play key role for addressing these challenges. It needs to pursue durable strategies, set up right priorities and mobilize worldwide actions to carry out the Charter mandate. It should expand working horizon beyond governments and bring in the civil society and the private sector as partners for achieving universal objectives.

In addressing various challenges that need efficient international actions, one has to emphasize the role of multilateral negotiators first and foremost.

They are champions of attaining international consensus or collective agreements. They also monitor the implementation process of international agreements and evaluate their results. The art of multilateral negotiations remains precious and even has added values in this world of multifaceted character. As the world is passing through  transitory and turbulent period groping for a new world order, it is important for country like Korea who experienced economic, democratic and cultural development, to assume a more promotional role for advancing peace, prosperity and justice of the world. The objectives of this course is to help nurture capacity building of future negotiators who must be well versed in major issues of the 21st century and possess excellent negotiation skills to positively contribute to  right outcomes at various multilateral settings.  We will therefore focus on current hot topics relating to Climate Change, Millennium Development Goals (MDGs), peace and security, WMD, human rights, culture, international trade (WTO) and finance,
regionalization(namely in Northeast Asia), as well as the UN-NGO-Private Sector Partnership. This course will make an in-depth analysis of major hot issues of contemporary world and show how multilateral negotiations were conducted to achieve or fail to achieve negotiated outcomes. For this purpose, we will learn first some basic theories of negotiation, general process and working mechanisms of international conference, review the dynamics for producing negotiated outcomes and compare cases of success or failure of negotiations. Students are supposed to prepare position paper for multilateral conferences, and conduct two simulations of multilateral conferences. It is the ardent wish of the Professor that out of this course, students acquire knowledge and motivation to become an able negotiator in respective field of their career, whether they become business CEOs, government officials, international civil servants, NGO activists, or academics. A good negotiator should know how to address international issues with clarity, vision, creativity and devotion.
Class and Course evaluation
Class will meet once a week. Students are supposed to read assigned texts or related reading materials of their choice. They are supposed to submit one page written comment on their findings on each class topic. The course work is composed of lectures and class discussions, individual or group presentations as well as simulations of actual negotiations. For simulations, each student will prepare position paper and does role-play. UN webcasting materials can be also used to help the class.
