Course Description

This seminar is a multi-disciplinary study of Southeast Asian history, politics, and culture engaging with methodological sources that are often marginalized in the study of history and politics such as: Oral History, indigenous belief systems, traditions, and rituals, performing arts, film, visual cultures, literatures, composed by Southeast Asian writers, thinkers, poets, musicians, and artists, and reading them in Southeast Asian languages. If you read Bahasa Indonesia, Thai, Vietnamese, Tagalog, Khmer, Tetun or other Southeast Asian languages fluently, you are strongly encouraged to do additional independent reading, in consultation with the instructor, and sharing your readings with the other students. You are also strongly encouraged to be pro-active in identifying, meeting with, and learning from Southeast Asian individuals, migrants, workers, and organizations with long-term collaborative programs with Southeast Asia in Seoul and Korea, and if possible, do “Oral History” interviews with them for your essays. We will also explore the production of knowledge/s in Southeast Asia in the often marginalized realm of the articulation of the female, which is under-represented in official history and print literature.
Seminar participants are expected to familiarize themselves through their own reading and independent research with a broad literature review of both established and cutting-edge research on this topic. On completion of the subject graduate students should have more expansive historical, comparative and critical perspectives on Southeast Asian history, politics, and cultural traditions and innovations.

Assessment/ Student Grades:
1. 20% Class Participation: weekly reading and discussion of books and articles.

2. 30% - Individual Student/ or Group Presentation (in-class), chosen from weekly Thematic Topics. Sign-up for Presentation topics during the first and second weeks of the course. Each student is required to choose one book and one article to present during the course. Two oral presentations and two written reports based on critical review of the weekly readings, due on the same day of the Student’s oral Presentation.  Total wordcount: 2,000 words (1,000 words for each presentation).
3. 50% - research paper of 3,000 words, or a creative presentation of equivalent value. Due December 14, 2009, Monday, by 5pm. All papers to be submitted in Prof. Siapno’s GSIS/SNU mailbox or via e-mail attachment.
1. Students are required to complete the readings the week they are assigned. Most of the materials are contained in the Reading Pack. Students are expected to have read thoroughly for each class and to have developed critical questions to raise during seminars based on careful readings of assigned texts. 
2. Essays should be submitted to Professor Siapno’s mailbox/office in GSIS/SNU. The instructor will pay close attention to “rhetoric of the bibliography”, so rigorous research and broad reading of literature review is strongly encouraged. 

3. Essays should conform to the conventions used for GSIS/SNU students. Sloppy presentation, grammatical errors, and spelling errors will result in reduced marks. Late submission of essays, due to mis-adventures, may incur a penalty on the essay mark of 2% per working day. Requests for extension of time need to be made ahead of time before the essay is due.
