(This course syllabus is a general plan for the course. Deviations announced to the class by the instructor may be necessary.)

Course description

This course provides students with an economic analysis of key global and regional issues. In order to avoid the risk to be too general, it uses the European integration process as a structuring theme. Why Europe rather than the US? It is because the US has begun to face regional issues only in the early 1990s, with the NAFTA process. That said, each instructor’s lecture develops the non-European aspects as well—for instance, the US farm or antidumping policies, the Japanese or Korean farm or industrial policies, etc. The topics follow a chronological order necessary for a deep understanding of what is going on since one step of integration is a reaction to previous steps—be successes or failures. Of course, the most recent developments of each topic are also covered. The instructor’s lectures will provide the basic necessary economic tools.
Course structure

Each lecture starts with the instructor’s lecture on the week’s topic. After week’s subject presentations by the students, the class will have a general discussion of questions raised by the students or the instructor. Each class thus consists of three parts:
1. Instructor’s lecture

2. Presentation of student (one or more students)
3. Discussion.
Course requirements

Students do not need to have a previous experience on EU studies course. They need a reasonable understanding of basic microeconomics (not at a highly technical level since the course focuses on policies). 

Evaluation criteria

Presentations will count for 15 percent of grade. 
Class attendance and engaging in the discussion will be worth 10 percent. 
Assignments will consist 25%.
