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[Purpose of the Course]

This course is designed as an advanced introduction to contemporary theories, debates, and major scholarly traditions in international relations. The main purpose of the course is to examine and assess contending theories of international relations and to logically answer some major international questions of comtemporary relevance. The ultimate goal is to enhance students’ capacity to think critically about the basic forces that drive foreign policies and international politics, thereby improving their ability to evaluate important real-world issues.

[Requirements and Grading]

Professional Behavior, team presentations, and attendance account for 30% of the final grade. It is expected that everyone will come prepared to discuss the reading materials in an informed and critical manner. There will be an in class Mid-term examination (35%) and an in class final examination (35%). Sleeping, chatting, or reading improper materials during the class will be penalized. If a student misses more than two classes, and is late for the class more than 4 times without prior permission, he or she will fail the class. 
Students will often be called upon to participate whether they have raised their hands or not (i.e. “cold calling”). The instructor considers cold calling as an oral examination.

The team presentations consist of critical review of reading materials and case studies of current affairs. The case studies should be done within the theoretical context of the reading materials, and the presenters need to show the strength and weakness of the reading materials in analyzing the cases. The team presentations will be power-point presentations, and everybody in the team should participate. The evaluation is to be done on the basis of team performance, rather than individual performance.
The team captains should upload the presentation materials on the BBS 24 hours before the class, and email the same materials to the instructor. Late submission will be penalized because that ruins efficient and productive class discussion.
