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[Purpose of the Course]

This course is an advanced introduction to international political economy. The course traces historical unfolding of international political economy with an economic geographical perspective. This course also provides students with various tools to understand current international political economic problems. 

[Requirements and Grading]

Professional behavior, class participation, and attendance account for 20% of the final grade. It is expected that everyone will come prepared to discuss the reading materials in an informed and critical manner. There will be a take-home midterm examination (30%), a final examination (30%), and student presentations (20%). Sleeping, chatting, or reading improper materials during the class will be penalized.
