Why We Offer this Class

Asia becomes daily issues patching almost all of world media, which is obviously due to returning back of China to the World.  Ever since the industrial revolution of late 18th century, Asian countries were forgotten except Japanese independent modernization in Asia.  From the end of the WWII, Asia started eagerly to copy western development. Since Global financial Crisis of 2008, however, Asia is seen differently and refocused.  Asia, in this regard, is to be reinterpreted mostly from economic development aspect. This course will highlight most crucial factors of development of East Asia, concentrating on cross countries comparison of Japan, Korea, and China.  More specifically, in this semester we will focus on Korean development due to wonderful publication of history of Korean economic development of the past 60 years by KDI.  
Requirements
There will be no prerequisite. It will be divided into two parts; introduction by professor for 5 or 6 weeks followed by student presentations on given or self-selected issues for 3 times+(length about 20 to 25 slides). Students are also encouraged to attend related off–class seminars and required to submit summary at least 2 times(both on campus and off campus).  In this process, students are grouped into Korean, Japanese, and Chinese economic team.
