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Course description
The international community still struggles to stabilize the global economy.  As was shown in the Greek economic crisis, we need better governance mechanism of the world economy. The newly born G 20 has yet to prove its validity as a solid concert mechanism of securing stable order of the world. The Copenhagen Conference failed to produce concrete deal to address climate change and there is not much talk on how to prepare the next meeting in Cancun in November.  Credibility gap exists in the leadership of world politicians and even the scientific evidence falters. Hence, there are no agreements for taking joint action and this is really dangerous for the world. Under such situation, no one pushes hard for resuming the global trade round. The international endeavor to contain the spread of weapons of mass destruction (WMD) is also in quagmire.  North Korea and Iran refuse to cooperate with the international community to prevent nuclear proliferation. Nowadays, more countries wish to build nuclear centrals for energy production, but if the world fails to stop current nuclear proliferation danger, there exists real danger of wild nuclear proliferation. Therefore, we cannot and should not fail in reining North Korea and Iran.  The United Nations system as a whole has yet to play key role for addressing all these challenges. The UN also has to deliver an intermediate action plan for achieving MDGs by September 2010. It needs to set up effective strategies, define right priorities and mobilize worldwide actions to carry out the Charter mandate. UN’s working horizon should be expanded beyond governments and NGOs and today, it should engage wider civil society and the private sector as partners for achieving universal objectives.

In addressing all these challenges that need efficient international actions, we need enlightened leaders and seasoned multilateral negotiators who have firm belief in making the world better place. Top level multilateral negotiators include now even the heads of states and government who tackle directly key multilateral issues. Good negotiators are champions of attaining international consensus or collective agreements. They monitor and evaluate the implementation process of international agreements. The art of multilateral negotiations is important more than ever in this world of inter-dependence. As the world passes through difficult phase while groping for a sustainable world order, it is high time for country as Korea with economic and democratic development experiences to assume a more promotional role for advancing peace, prosperity and justice of the world. The objectives of this course is to help nurture capacity building of future negotiators who must be well versed in key issues of the 21st century and who know how to set up proper strategies and deploy negotiation skills to contribute to  producing desirable outcomes at multilateral settings.  For this, we will focus on key issues relating to peace and security namely WMD and North Korean nuclear crisis, global financial and economic architecture, climate change, Millennium Development Goals (MDGs),  human rights,  international trade and regionalization etc. We will also try to shed light on corporate diplomacy as new territory of multilateral negotiations. We will try to make in-depth analysis of key world issues and analyze how multilateral negotiations were engaged in achieving successful outcomes. And if negotiations failed, what were the reasons for this shortcoming?  For this purpose, we will look into basic theories of multilateral negotiation, general process and working mechanisms of international conference and dynamics for producing negotiated outcomes and compare some cases of success or failure. Students are required to prepare position paper for specific topics, and conduct simulations of multilateral negotiations. As former diplomat and now as one in charge of private sector negations, the Professor hopes that class students acquire firsthand knowledge and strong motivation to become successful negotiator in their future career, as leaders, government officials, international civil servants, business leaders, NGO activists, or academics. We really need able negotiators believing in right cause and addressing international issues with vision, creativity, sacrifice and devotion.
Class and Course evaluation
Class will meet once a week. Students are supposed to read assigned texts or reading materials. Every week, they will prepare one page written comment on class topic. The course work is composed of lectures and class discussions,
group presentations as well as simulations of actual negotiation. For simulations, each student will prepare position paper and shares role-play. UN webcasting materials can be also used to help the class.
