[Goals]
This course introduces transnational political and security issues derived from the increased participation of civil society in world politics. It traces both positive and negative implications of increased transnational relations in the world and tries to suggest solutions to newly emerging transnational problems. Students are advised to think critically about the causes, consequences of the increased transnational relations and to develop their own creative solutions to the new problems. 
[Requirements and Grading]
This is a policy research-oriented seminar. During the whole course, students are required to make several presentations on assigned readings and topics. Professional behavior and performance account for 30% of the final grade. It is expected that everyone will come prepared to raise proper questions and make valuable comments in an informed and critical manner. Moreover, students are required to do a brief research on some subjects prior to the classes, and figure out similarities and differences of their researches during the class. Mid-term examination accounts for 20% of the final grade, and preliminary policy paper presentation will account for 20%, and the completed final policy paper will account for 30% of the final grade. Sleeping, chatting, or reading improper materials during the class will be penalized. If a student misses more than two classes, and is late for the class more than 4 times without prior permission, he or she will fail the class.
Students should consult with the professor about their paper topics after the 4th week of the semester. All papers and assignments must be neatly word-processed. All assignments must be submitted through Internet by 24 hours before the beginning of the class time. Any late submission will be penalized.
