· COURSE DESCRIPTION
This course will analyze Korea’s foreign relations in historical context. It will start with the imperialism in Asia and the opening of Korea to the outside world in the late 19th century. It will examine the strategic competition of major powers in Northeast Asia at the turn of the 20th century and then focus on major challenges in the development of the relations of Korea with big surrounding powers such as the United States, China, Japan and Russia and Korea’s response to address those challenges. The topics selected for in-depth analysis will include annexation of Korea by Japan and its historic legacy, Korea’s Division, Korean War and the questions involving the search for durable peace, ROK-US alliance relationship, Korea’s Nordpolitik in late 1980s and its new relationship with Russia and communist China, Korea’s engagement with the United Nations, history of North Korean nuclear issue negotiations and Korea’s denuclearization strategy as well as inter-Korean relations and ROK policy toward North Korea, etc. Based on these analyses, the class will try to help identify the lessons from past history and present some policy recommendations on Korea's strategic tasks to successfully address new challenges of today’s world. 
The course will put emphasis on the practicality of the studies drawing upon practical experience and perspectives gained through the instructor’s participation in the government foreign policy planning as well as various international negotiations during his lifelong diplomatic career.

· COURSE REQUIREMENTS
The course will take the format of seminar and interactive discussions. Students are expected to make presentations (10-15 minutes) at the class on the assigned topics (at least one time during the semester) and actively participate in discussions. There will be a mid-term and final examinations.
