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Course Objective

The course is designed to introduce basic theories and issues of international relations for a beginner.  In particular, it examines new trends and impacts of globalization in international relations.  As a framework for discussion, Part I will discuss the evolution of nation-state as a main actor in modern international relations.  And it will introduce three theoretical approaches of international studies.  In Part II, the course will examine drivers of globalization and its impact on international relations in each major field including international economy, security, technology and human rights.  The course focuses on how globalization is weakening/strengthening traditional concepts, institutions, and practices in international relations built on interaction between nation-states.  It will help student to develop broad perspective for better understanding of current events in world politics and to develop academic interests for his/her future research in their field.
