Course description

This course provides students with an overview of the history, the political institutions, the decision-making processes and the major policies of the European Union. From the beginner’s level with a comprehensive textbook to the advanced level with academic articles, this course examines various issues of European integration process. The course begins with an overview of the evolution of European integration and it’s institutions. It then looks at the major European policies including Common Agricultural Policy, External Economic Policy, Monetary Policy and Foreign Security and Defense Policy. The last part of the course examines the EU Enlargement, EU Constitution and different theories employed to make sense of integration. 

Course structure

In each class, we read one or two corresponding chapters of the textbook and one or two corresponding articles. Each class is consisted in three parts:

1. Instructor’s lecture

2. Presentation of student (one or two presentation per session given by a student)

3. Discussion 
Course requirements

Students do not need to have a previous experience on EU studies course. 
Every student will give two presentations during the semester. 

Student participation is a crucial component of the final grade. 
Evaluation criteria

Presentations will count for 30 percent(15 for each) of grade. 
Class preparation and participation including attendance and engaging in the discussion will be worth 20 percent. 
Assignments will consist 10%.
