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Course Description

This course intends to enhance students’ understanding of how international disputes are addressed and resolved. After comparing different ways and means of dispute settlement, the course will focus on the role of international law and international legal proceedings as a means of settling international disputes. For this, the course will analyze diverse disputes – territorial, boundary, environmental, maritime, human rights, use of force, etc. – dealt with by the International Court of Justice (ICJ) and International Tribunal for the Law of the Sea (ITLOS). Throughout the course, students will be asked to define and assess the role, potential and limitation of international law in international relations.

Week 15   Final Examination
Course Requirements
This course is intended for students with prior knowledge of international law (for instance, those students who have attended international law class). 

Grading for the course will be based on the following four elements:

1) Attendance and informed participation in class discussion (20%)

Students are expected to attend all classes, do all required readings and as much of the recommended readings as possible in advance, and participate actively in class discussion and make valuable contribution.

2) Case presentation with written Summary (30%)

For case study (weeks 7-14), students will be asked to select one case (among eight) and make a presentation on the case. Students are required to submit the summary of their presentation in advance, at least one day before the class. In their presentation, students are expected to address, among others, factual background, legal issues, claims and arguments of the parties, and reasoning and decisions of international courts and tribunals as well as their own assessment. 

3) Final paper (20%)

By the end of the semester, students are required to submit a final paper further developing their case reports. The paper should address, among others, whether and how the decisions of the international court and tribunal have contributed to the resolution of disputes and the development of international law. The paper should not exceed 15 pages in length and single-spaced. The paper is DUE on the last day of the semester.  

3) In-class final examination (30%)
The Final Examination will be held at the end of the semester.
