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COURSE DESCRIPTION: 

The Politics of the European Union are unique compared with that of other global counterparts. In this regard, the uniqueness of EU politics made the Union as a difficult concept to grasp.  However, if we pay closer attention to the EU and its political mechanism, the EU will become a friendlier concept. Furthermore, these understandings would lead us to gain some useful insights for reading International Studies.    
This course covers the main issues and agendas of the EU’s politics and international relations. This course consists of two parts: EU politics and EU international relations. To sum up, the main aims of this course regarding content are: to provide conceptual explanations on the evolution of the European integration process, significant theories, actors, policies, governance and law; and, to the EU’s roles, phenomena, actions and impacts on the global stage.

· Understanding current research trends about the political and diplomatic topics within European/EU studies;
