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By the end of the course, students are expected to acquire the following skills and knowledge.

1. Understanding of the material conditions and social contexts that generated and have been advancing the Korean
Wave

2. Familiarity with the diversity of Hallyu forms and platforms

3. Ability to identify the importance of Hallyu as an analytical category in social, cultural, performance, gender studies,
and other disciplines.

4. Familiarity with major scholarly works on Hallyu; Analysis of the issues they raise, the arguments they put forth, and
the methodology they employ.

5. Ability to summarize and critically engage existing scholarship on Hallyu.
