Course Description: This seminar explores major current issues in China's foreign relations in the era of reform. This course is composed of four parts: first, the history and prospect of China's foreign relations; second, controversial issues in some areas, such as security issues and multilateralism; third, Chinese foreign relations with key countries including the US, Japan, Russia, Taiwan and the Korean Peninsula; finally, special seminars in relation to research and collection of China-related materials. This course is designed for students who have already acquired some background knowledge of China, and who wish to specialize or have interests in China. Each student is required to complete weekly readings and submit summaries, earnestly participate in presentation and class discussion, and write papers. Korean will be the main medium of communications for this course, but you can use English too.
